The windows are installed, and now the challenge is assembling the large structure.

The graph paper helps keep things square, and later on I'll use this to trace the floor.

Previously I glued the two blank walls (long wall and end) together, and now I'm gluing them to the finished walls.

Then I trace the outline for the floor, cut the floor from .060, and then set the structure back down. I cut large pieces of bracing along the top of the blank
walls, and along the floor butting up against the finished and blank walls.

First I glue the lower bracing to the floor, pushing it out against the walls. Then when that's dried (and I check things), I glue the walls to that bracing.

Finally, another test-fit on location. 

I still need to do the roof and the tower for the left mill, and assemble and paint the laser-cut structure for the right mill. I also need to do some more scenery
planning.

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Ouch!!! I don't think I can do Miller Indices for them, though! (Geology joke...)
I've been struggling with cutting the subwalls for arched windows. My first attempt failed, so I constructed a jig. The window top is 3/8"diameter circle. The
jig has 1/32 strip on either side of a 3/8" hole, to hold the .040 styrene. Then I line up a horizontal mark on the styrene with a horizontal alignment line on the
jig, flip the jig over, and use the drill press to cut through the styrene without the styrene chipping or the drill wandering. 

Then I cut through the square part of the window, and sand until the window casting fits snugly.

I don't need all of the window openings, only those from the side where you'd be able to see from one side through to the other. (This'll make more sense
when I assemble everything.)

Now it's a matter of letting the paint fully cure (windows and walls), and then I can add glazing to the windows, install them in the walls, and assemble the
tower. That'll go quickly, since I can use the Tichy glazing without having to trim it.
