Dave,
Actually, this is what I had in mind (approximately):

It doesn't cut into the small yard and transfer area and it doesn't really extend out into the room much at all. You could build the benchwork etc so it bends
around to follow the curve of the TT perimeter. I drew it pretty quickly and obviously the turnout is not in a good place.

As I was checking to see if the TT interfered with the larger staging yard across the way (I don't think it does) I noticed that the two yards have different
numbers of tracks. Is there a reason for this? It's not a rule but doesn't it usually work out that there is a nearly equal number of tracks in each direction? I'm
guessing that you will have more out and back trains originating from the large staging yard. I'm starting to get on the subject of operations, I guess.

Good luck in your search for TTs.
