Significant progress today!

I built the first trestle bent over top of my drawing, on top of a piece of balsa, with wax paper and pins to hold the pieces into position. Once that checked
out, I built a jig from styrene to build the remaining 5 bents:

All the styrene pieces are less thick than the thickness of the bent, so when it's glued together, I put a weight on it to hold everything. The top sill is not
attached.

Once the bent is dried, I sand the tops square. Those single-thickness squares are really useful. That's a (hand powered) Logan Framing Sander. It's expensive,
but it works well.

Then I glued the top sill onto the squared off bent.

Back on the layout, I constructed a wood piece that extends the roadbed and provides the frame for the retaining wall. I transfer-taped the same Heki stone
sheets I used previously. The cloth 'aprons' are glued to the top of that wood piece, that'll get scenic material. I need to add stairs for the workers to get to the
top of the coaling trestle, but the rough arrangement is set. Then I measured, cut, and "stone-sheeted" a footer for the short bent to sit on. This is just set into
place, I have some more rough scenery to do before I glue this together.

Finally, I started work on the bins that will sit underneath the trestle. The plan is to build the bins and bents as a single assembly on a thin sheet of styrene,
then shim that as necessary to get the entire assembly to fit underneath the trestle.

There'll be 6 bins. I'll do the bin backs as a single 7" long set of stripwood pieces, glue the bents and bin backs together, and then fit in the bin sides. The bins
are 7' tall.

I hit the (rust red) Tichy NBWs with a touch of neutral grey to make them pop from the wood. I figured if I did all that work, I wanted to be seen.

No photos today, but some solid progress. (1) I filled in some of the gaps in the scenery around where the dock will go (ground goop, it's sticky and stiff
enough to fill in a 3/8" gap.) (2) I assembled the end braces, including a lot of NBWs. (3) Then I tried to attach the end brace (diagonals) to the end bent. That
did not go well, I'll probably redo that tomorrow. (4) I cut some rough styrofoam pieces to fit inside the bins, and painted them and the bin base flat black.
Tomorrow I'll add coal to the styrofoam, position them in the bins, and add more coal.

addadd: OK, here's a photo of the styrofoam formers painted black, no coal added;

End bent and brace. And I discovered today that -Saturday- I installed 2 of the 6 bents -backwards-. Well fortunately, that won't be very visible when this is
installed.

On the plus side, I found my bags of "shiny black aquarium sand" and discovered the two bags have different size grains. (Mike H will ask me to geologically
size those grains :-) :-) ) But that means the coal dealer can sell 2 different size coals. Anyway, the styrofoam fillers have been painted with white glue, dusted
with "coal" and then sealed with Deluxe Materials Ballast Glue. Those are drying now (on a sheet of wax paper.) Whey they're dry, I'll go back and glue them
into the bins, and then add more coal to fill in the gaps between the blobs and the bin walls, and spilling out in front.
